“3’s on the Third Easter Sunday” 
 
 The three denials - The third appearance - The three affirmations.  The number three 
is significant on this Third Sunday (cycle C) in Paschaltide.  In the Gospel according to St. John 
(cf.: 21:1-19), Our Lord Jesus appears for the third time since His Resurrection to seven of His 
disciples.  We are told that among these are the Apostles Simon Peter, Thomas, Nathanael, and 
the Sons of Zebedee, James and John.  The other two are unnamed.  They may be Apostles, or 
simply other followers of Christ. 
 At dawn, Jesus approached them on the shore of the Sea of Tiberias, after their 
unsuccessful night of fishing.  We know that although Jesus appeared somewhat different in His 
glorified body, “none of the disciples dared to ask Him, ‘Who are You?’ because they realized it 
was the Lord.”  After Jesus advised them to cast their net over the starboard side of the boat, they 
caught so many fish that they had difficulty pulling in the catch.  The impetuous Peter jumped 
into the water, swam to Jesus, and when they all reached the shore, they found that Jesus had 
prepared a breakfast for them. 
 After they ate, Jesus pointedly asked Peter: “Simon, son of John, do you love me more 
than these (i.e., the other disciples)?”  Most Scripture scholars agree that Our Lord asked this 
question three times so that Peter could affirm and counter his three denials in the courtyard 
of Caiaphas of ever having know Jesus (cf.: John 18:15-27) 
 Jesus’ exchange with Peter is important for us in many ways.  It reminds us, only one week 
after Divine Mercy Sunday, that God’s mercy is always available to us.  He wants each person 
to be saved, and He leaves the choice entirely in our hands.  It demonstrates to us the need for 
satisfaction for our sins (i.e., either in good works here on earth or in purgatory).  While we can 
be sure that Jesus forgave Peter for his denials as soon as Peter showed remorse, it was necessary 
for the Prince of the Apostle to demonstrate it in a concrete and sincere manner.  It was a further 
purification for Peter, as he was about to embark upon his mission as the first pope.  It is the 
same for each of us.  As long as we maintain our faith and trust in the Lord, He will always be with 
us, just as He told Peter;  “I have prayed that your own faith may not fail; and once you have 
turned back, you must strengthen your brothers.” (Luke 22:32) 
 The reading from the Acts of the Apostles (cf.: 5:27-32; 40b-41) points to the gradual 
change that overtook Peter after Jesus’ death and Resurrection, and the descent of the Holy Spirit.  
It is life altering, and must eventually affect each authentic Christian.  Peter’s simple but profound 
explanation to the Sanhedrin says it best:  “We must obey God rather than men.”  In that, Peter 
wasn’t advocating negligence of or disobedience to manmade laws.  Rather, his statement is one 
of correct priorities in life, and points us to the ultimate Allegiance to which each Christian must 
pledge. 
 When we take an honest look, we know that each of us has denied Our Lord many more 
than three times.  Yet each time we say to Him, “Lord, forgive me.  I am sorry.  Lord, You know 
that I love You,” He welcomes us back and strengthens our faith.
